Changes to the Timings of the School Day

As of September 2023, the government have increased their requirements on schools to have children in
school to 32.5 hours per week. This means that we need to increase the time that children at Brindishe Lee
need to be in school each day. Therefore, in September the school day will begin with lessons starting at
9:00am and gates opening from 8:45am and closing at 9.00am (where children can come into the
classroom and read and get ready for the day). The school day will end at 3.30pm.
