So that we can have healthy discussions based on facts.

To feel confident to say, I'm not sure if that's true’.

To know that some people deliberately put false information online.

We always like to keep our children up to date with current affairs around the world. Some classes watch Newsround
and discuss the information after. In Brindishe Schools we also teach our children to be mindful of fake news. Try this
fun BBC quiz at home with your child to see if you can spot the fake news headlines.
