This helped us all to Snuggle Up and Read as part of our World Book Day
events, while also being inclusive and environmentally friendly. Thank you to the families
who came into school to read with their children and to those who have bought books at
the Scholastic Book Fair. A percentage of the money made goes towards restocking our
reading areas and library.
