Online Safety - Smartwatches / Fithess trackers

It is important to check what a smartwatch allows your child to do and if available, set appropriate
restrictions. Talk to your child about the different settings and if you have, why you have set up the
restrictions.

What are the risks?

¢ Some smartwatches allow you to take photos. It is important to talk to your child about appropriate
behaviour when taking and sharing photos. Once a photo is shared, they lose control of it.

* Some smartwatches have internet access with the ability to download apps. You need to be aware of the
potential of in app purchases and viewing upsetting content.

Depending on the brand of smartwatch, you may be able to set up parental controls for example to restrict
content and prevent purchases. More information about Apple Watch parental controls can be found here:

As always, ensure your child knows to talk to you or another trusted adult should they see anything
inappropriate or that worries them whilst using their device.

Please look on Weduc for key dates and information regarding your child’s class. All information regarding
updates, trips/visitors, special school events and what your child is learning about will be posted for you to
access. If you need help with Weduc, please ask the school office who will happily assist.

COVID Reminders
From last week, Covid-19 restrictions have now been lifted. As we begin to return to a sense of normality, as a
Federation, we want to ensure that we continue to be as vigilant as possible, keeping everyone as safe as we
can be. In school, we will continue to keep classrooms well ventilated and focus on washing hands. The
cleaning around school will carry on during the day and after school and we will be encouraging ‘hands, face,
space’. We are also beginning to review our risk assessments to accommodate and will update parents/carers
of any changes as they occur.
We would like to remind you of the following guidance:
e If your child has any of the main symptoms of COVID-19 or a positive test result, Public Health
advice remains unchanged which is to stay at home and avoid contact with other people.
e Anyone with any of the main COVID-19 symptoms should take a test and is advised to stay at home
while waiting for the result.
e Adults and children who test positive will continue to be advised to stay at home and avoid contact
with other people for at least 5 full days and then continue to follow the guidance until they have
received 2 negative test results on consecutive days. Thank you for your support with this matter.
